Recipes 
Chicken Julienne 

½ C. butter, melted 

½ C. flour 

1 pound boneless, skinless chicken 

breasts, cut into strips 

2 T. fresh lemon juice 

Salt and pepper 

1 C. heavy cream 

½ C. parmesan cheese 

1 dash paprika 

 

Preheat oven to 400 and lightly grease 

baking dish.  Place butter and flour 

into separate dishes.  Dredge the 

chicken strips into the flour and then 

the butter.  Place chicken in the 

baking dish.  Sprinkle with lemon, 

salt and pepper.  Pour cream over 

chicken and sprinkle with cheese and 

paprika.  Bake for 20-30 minutes. 

 

Sweet Cream Cupcakes 

1 C. sugar 

2 eggs, beaten 

1 tsp. vanilla 

2 C. flour 

2 tsp. baking powder 

½ tsp. salt 

1 ¼ C. cream 

 

Preheat oven to 400.  Beat eggs, then 

add vanilla.  Gradually add in sugar 

and mix well.  Sift dry ingredients.  

Then add the flour mixture to eggs, 

alternating with the cream.  Line 

cupcake pan and pour in batter.  Bake 

for 15 minutes.  Cool and decorate.
